hard for the workers. These kids are powerless to
get themselves out of this place. In reality, most
don't even know to really want it. A few have
some understanding that they are missing some-
thing, and so they claw at you, calling, “Papa
Papa!”, but they don't really understand.

But from time to time, someone comes to “redeem”
a child. I say redeem because anyone who has ever
adopted knows the cost. It is a steep one, but this
person simply reaches in, redeems a child and makes
them their own. Suddenly, not because of anything
the child has done, his world changes completely. He
now has hope, protection, provision, love, someone
to train him, a future. The child is the recipient
of mercy. He was chosen to receive the rights of
a family that he doesn’t biologically belong to...
he is grafted in. He becomes an heir to whatever
that family has.

“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every
spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, even as
He chose us in Him before the foundation of the
world, that we should be holy and blameless before
Him. In love, He predestined us for adoption as
sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose
of His will...in Him we have obtained an inheri-
tance” Ephesians 1:3-11.

I was helpless, sick, dirty, worthy of blame, foolish,
hopeless, unsatisfied by the fleeting pleasures of
this world, alone, with no knowledge of my King and
my Creator, and He stooped down and adopted me.
He adopted all of us who rest in the love of Christ,
who follow Christ, who endure to the end. We have
an inheritance, a family, a kingdom that was not
ours. All of this was paid for with a steep cost, a very
steep cost, and because of that payment we are His
sons and He is our Father, King, Lord, God!
